SUMMARY
The purpose of the study is to assess the effectiveness of spa treatment of patients with post-covid syndrome in the Pyatigorsk

resort according to the dynamics of psychological testing indicators.

Materials and methods. There have been observed 52 patients with post-covid syndrome. They were divided into 2 groups by
simple randomization. The control group included 24 patients. They were prescribed a standard spa treatment for the patients with
respiratory diseases (nutrition therapy, exercise therapy, Terrainkur, a small-group psychotherapy, iodobromic baths); 28 patients
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of the main group additionally received a complex electro cerebral therapy: cerebral micro-polarization and diencephalic cerebral
stimulation. Effectiveness assessment was carried out according to psychological testing data.

Results. Complex spa treatment of the patients with post-covid syndrome using group psychotherapy, iododrome baths and
electrocerebral therapy provided reliably significant (p < 0.05) regression of anxiety-depressive disorders, restoration of physical
and mental health (p < 0.05), while when using a standardized treatment complex, the effectiveness of spa treatment was lower by
10-12%.

Conclusion. Spa treatment of the patients suffering from post-covid syndrome using a group psychotherapy, iodine-chromic baths
and electrocerebral therapy provides a reliably significant correction of psycho-emotional disorders, restoration of physical and
mental health.
